PROTECT LIFE: SUICIDE PREVENTION STRATEGY 

Business Plan 2009-2010

Background

It is well known that the development of the Protect Life Strategy came about as a result of the growing recognition of suicide as a major social issue.  The catalyst for change came from families and communities themselves and in this regard the North and West Belfast community had identified suicide as a major issue to be tackled before many other parts of the province.  In 2004 North and West Belfast under their Health Action Zone created an inter-agency group representing statutory, voluntary and community organisations to address this issue.  This group, which is the Suicide Prevention Implementation group, North & West Belfast, is the Community of Interest group for North and West Belfast locality.
In the rest of the Board’s area on a locality basis the Board sought through the vehicle of the development of Communities of Interest to progress broad Health Promotion Agenda, but particularly to address emotional wellbeing and the reduction of self harm and suicide awareness.  The Communities of Interest in South and East Belfast, Down and Lisburn and North Down and Ards have provided an approach which has allowed organisations to work to plan and deliver services in partnership.

Current Position

In the financial year 2008/2009 the Eastern Board received £996,547 to implement the Suicide Prevention Strategy.  Of this sum, £613,000 was allocated on a recurrent basis using the capitation formula.  An additional amount of £368,547 was allocated on a non-recurrent basis to tackle the disproportionately high rates of suicide in the EHSSB area distributed on a parliamentary constituency basis.  This resource was enhanced through the allocation of recurrent Public Health Service Development monies of £50,667.

The Board subsequently allocated the resources available to it using the mental health programme of care capitation formula which resulted in the 4 localities receiving the following sums:

This provides autonomy for local need to be assessed and local partnership arrangements to be developed.  

How the  Monies 08-09 were Spent

In the allocation of the resources the DHSSPS requested that specific provision be made for:

· Support the longer term planning of local community support structures which has proven to be successful;

· Groups whose primary focus is suicide prevention

· Proposals from organisations who aim to tackle the main contributing factors of suicide and self-harm;

· Proposals that demonstrate an ability/desire to work in a joined up manner, and/or innovative thinking in the field of suicide prevention, should also be encouraged.

A wide range of partnership schemes have been developed across the Board’s area.  However, implicitly they fall within the following broad themes:

1. Employment of dedicated staff

· retention of staff who will co-ordinate the effort of the community, voluntary and statutory services within their area and;

· retention of community service managers.

2. Raising awareness, education and training for the public and professional staff. 

3. Developing programmes of education and coping skills for those at risk.

4. The provision of counselling services

5. The provision of mentoring services

6. Support for bereaved families

7. Complimentary therapies

The Eastern Board Coordinating group have been working with members in the local Communities of Interest this year to undertake a review and rationalisation of services, particularly counselling, complimentary therapies, etc.  An evaluation of services has been commissioned for North & West Belfast and services in the other localities are being considered as the roll out of wraparound services to support the Lifeline (suicide prevention helpline) develop and increase.

Work has also been carried out to develop a consistent pathway in terms of early identification and support of families affected by suicide, this is ongoing at present and it is intended that a model will be developed in 2009-2010 which can be adopted across the Eastern Board.

09/10 Plan

The Eastern Board sub-group of the SSIB have had ongoing discussions around the key priorities required for 2009-10.  These priorities fall across two categories ie local (via the Communities of Interest) and across Eastern Area.  The Board welcome the indication through the Regional SSIB group that resources will be increased in 2009-2010 and there will be additional resource in the form of a budget for training which has over the past few years used a substantial amount of the resource allocated towards community support.

In 09/10 the Board would wish to –

1. Continue  the majority of the existing programmes currently funded ie staff co-ordinator posts, youth counselling, mentoring, support for families bereaved by suicide, education and training.

2.
Continue to support the implementation of the Regional Suicide Prevention Helpline.

3. Evaluate and review the “pilot” therapeutic programmes built upon the Winston’s Wish scheme and resource further roll-out of this programme if appropriate.

4. Work to develop systems and processes which would enable the implementation of the inter-agency partnership on “clustering” arrangements.

5. Evaluate and review the “pilot” self-harm awareness raising training programme with a view to further roll out of this programme across the Eastern area.

The following templates provide a more detailed view of the proposed spend in 2009-2010 in relation to the 2008-2009 budget, once the Eastern Board has received notification of the 2009-2010 budget from the DHSSPS these plans will be finalised.
